The Congregational Council was 
involved in two exciting events in 
January.  First, on January 20th, 
Pastor Russell, the members of the 
Mission Statement Task Force, 
committee leaders and council 
members joined Pastor Danielle 
Denise, Director for Evangelical Mission from the 
NC Synod Office, for a workshop on Epiphany’s 
mission statement. Pastor Danielle led us to explore 
the purpose of a church’s mission statement, how a 
mission statement can guide a congregation, and the 
following question: “What do we see as the path of 
Epiphany going forward?”  This thought-provoking 
and invigorating presentation and discussion gave 
the participants a glimpse of how we as a church 
may develop a new mission statement that can serve 
as a guide to our actions.  Her description of the 
constant cycles of assessment and renewal that aid 
congregations in maintaining vitality were eye-
opening.  Her presentation sparked a sense of 
possibility and promise in our journey together with 
God. 
 

At the Congregation Council meeting on January 
21st, the Council discussed and came to consensus 
on the Key Areas of Focus for 2019. Following the 
previous day’s events, we look forward to hearing 
later this year from the Mission Statement Task 
Force as they work toward updating our Mission 
Statement.  The Council will then have an 
opportunity to explore the ways the congregation 
can use the new mission statement to guide our 
ministries. 
 

Another key area of focus is revisiting the Fall 2018 
stewardship initiatives and to support and monitor 
their implementation.  One note of early progress: 
Stephen Ministry leader training has already begun 
for the return of this ministry to Epiphany.  In 
addition, our Epiphany Early Childhood Center is 
seeking re-accreditation this year.  The council will 
identify ways to support the EECC through the 
process.  Finally, communication of information 
among members is a critical part of any 
organization.  Pastor Russell has begun the process 
of updating Epiphany’s internet presence.  The 
council will aid him and others in assessing and 
improving the sharing of information within the 
congregation and especially between Epiphany and 
the larger community.

Giving Education Series 

 

We hate to think about it but it’s coming up on tax time 
again.  For those of us who may fall just below the level 
to itemize their deductions, here is an option. A Donor 
Advised Fund.   
 

With a Donor Advised Fund, donors get credit for the 
gift when contributing money into the fund.  You then 
direct the fund to distribute the money to the charities of 
your choice on the schedule you 
desire.  You can even remain 
anonymous with the charity if you 
prefer. 
 

The reason that this could be a good 
option for people just short of 
qualifying to itemize deductions is that donors can 
contribute two years-worth of giving in a single tax year. 
Then, elect to distribute charitable gifts equally over the 
two-year period of time, helping the church (or other 
charity) keep cash flow level each year.   
 

Donor Advised Funds can also be helpful for people who 
like to gift appreciated stocks or mutual funds, especially 
if it is set up with the same organization where you hold 
these assets. 
 

If you find yourself just below the level needed to 

itemize your deductions, please consider establishing a 

Donor Advised Fund and designating Epiphany as one 

of your charities.

Nursery Staff – 
One of the goals in the brochure was to hire a second 
adult to work in the nursery.  This is because our 
child protection policy mandates a “two adult” rule 
when working with children.  While we are thankful 
for the volunteers that have helped provide additional 
coverage as Rebekah Spain lovingly works in the 
nursery, the time has come for us to have two paid 
adults.  This will provide consistent coverage for 
infants and children.   
 
I’m excited to announce that Kathleen Malone is 
going to be our second nursery staff person.  She is a 
beloved staff member with our Childcare Center with 
a loving heart for children.  Join me in welcoming 
Kathleen to Epiphany’s staff!   
 
Family Emergency Fund –  
Another goal for 2019 was to fund the family 
emergency fund, which exists to provide financial 
assistance for members in need.  This month I had a 
family in the congregation contact me asking for help 
to their pay a utility bill after their service had been 
disconnected. 
 
 

Capital Improvements –  
Our Management Committee and the Property 
Ministry Team work hard on the upkeep of our 
facility.  Any building, as it ages, needs work on 
it.  Management and Property have identified a 
list of several major items that will need to be 
replaced over the next several years.  Putting aside 
money will help ease the cost of large equipment 
purchases in the future that will need to be made.
