Our current Eucharistic Ministers find
that this ministry enriches their own spiritual life
and they feel that it allows them to serve our Lord
by serving His people.

To receive Holy Communion or information about
becoming a Eucharistic Minister, contact the
church office . Eucharistic Ministers usually serve
about once a month. Members usually receive
communion about every 5-6 weeks or as
requested.
